2. Open coupler jaw (XA-392) by moving release lever
(XA-07760) up and holding it while coupler latch
(XA-393) is pushed back towards the mounting
base and latched behind it. Coupler jaw can then
be rotated down to open.

3. To couple, back near the trailer with the trailer
drawbar centered on the coupler. Stop and adjust
the drawbar height so it will enter the coupler mouth.
Back in slowly to automatically lock the coupler to
the drawbar.

4. Check that the coupler jaw is closed and locked (latch
XA-393 is fully toward trailer and secondary lock lever
XA-07760 is down and engaged).
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MAINTENANCE:

For proper performance, the following maintenance steps
should be performed every 30,000 miles or 3 months,
whichever comes first.

1. Clean and check for proper operation. Inspect for
worn, damaged or missing parts. Replace as required
using only Holland parts.

Inspect in particular, the coupling contact area.
Replace when wear exceeds 1/8” (.125”) from the
original surface profile.

Regularly lubricate all pivot points with a light
oil lubricant.

Check mounting fasteners for proper torque.
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
